BASIC FUNCTION:

· Diesel maintenance and outboards to OEM/ oil changes/injectors/fuel pumps/transmissions/ assist in engine change outs
· Maintain tools, filters and replacement parts.

· Required to follow the company safety and pollution prevention policies and procedures 

· Prepare the vessels for all USCG annual inspections and dry docks

· Participate in shore side training as required by the company

· Familiar with all company policies, procedures and Emergency Response Activities.
